Installation Instructions

System requirements: 

Java version “1.5.0_07” (or newer)
MATLAB version 7.0 (or newer)
FSL version 3.3 (or newer) (includes FLIRT version 5.4.2 (or newer))

For Windows PCs, we require/support cygwin (2006-01-20) or greater.
To test to see if your system is setup properly: 

Check Java: 

At a command prompt, type: "java -version"
You should see: java version "1.5.0_06" [IF NOT, UPGRADE JAVA]

Check Matlab: 

At the Matlab prompt, type "ver"

You should see: MATLAB Version 7.0.0.19920 (R14) [IF NOT, UPGRADE MATLAB]

At the Matlab prompt, type "!java -version"

You should see: java version "1.5.0_06" [IF NOT, RECONFIGURE MATLAB'S JAVA PATH]

Check cygwin (For PC Only)

Start the cygwin terminal, type "uname -a".

You should see: " CYGWIN_NT-5.1 Mantop 1.5.19(0.150/4/2) 2006-01-20 13:28 i686 Cygwin". 

If the date is older than 2006-01-20, you may need to upgrade. 

Check FSL (and cygwin): 

Unix: 

At the Matlab prompt, type "!flirt -version"

You should see: "FLIRT version 5.4.2" [IF NOT, INSTALL FSL/FIX PATHS]

Windows PC
At the cygwin prompt, type "!flirt -version"

You should see: "FLIRT version 5.4.2" [IF NOT, INSTALL FSL/FIX PATHS]
CONFIGURE YOUR SYSTEM: 
0. Unzip the distribution file to a convenient location. Run addpath(genpath(‘INSTALLPATH’)); from within Matlab or use the MATLAB gui to add the path with all subfolders. 
1. The FSL output type must be set to analyze. If you have system permissions, edit /usr/local/fsl/etc/fslconf/fsl.* to set the environment variable FSLOUTPUTTYPE to ANALYZE. If you do not, edit your resources file (e.g., .bashrc) to set FSLOUTPUTTYPE to ANALYZE. 
2. (For PC only) edit "set_defaults.m" in the BennettUtility folder. 

a) Edit the "cygwinInstallPath" variable to be the path to your cygwin install. 


b) Assign tempDirectory to a directory where the system may write temporary files. This must be accessible from within the cygwin shell. 
3. From the Matlab prompt, type “CATNAP”.
